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The History of Durga Puja

The celebration of Durga Puja is one of the best times of the year for us Hindus. We celebrate and
worship Maa Durga and in return she gives us joy, happiness and protection. But have you ever
wondered how it came to be celebrated at this time of the year and about it’s history?

Did you know that Durga Puja should have been held in spring? Yes, the Durga Puja we do is akal
bodhan, which means not the original time to celebrate puja. According to the Ramayana, Rama
worshipped Maa Durga before he went to war with Ravana the fierce demon king at this time of the
year, and we have continued with that tradition. Don’t know the story? | will narrate it to you:

Rama (avatar of Vishnu) wanted to worship Maa Durga to get her blessings before the war against
Ravana. It was said that Maa Durga would give you her blessings if you worshipped her with 108
lotuses. Rama asked Hanuman (the monkey god) to bring him the lotuses as he was preparing for the
puja. But Maa Durga wanted to test Rama and hid a lotus from him. When he counted and found only
107, he prepared to sacrifice an eye. Why an eye? Because Rama was also known as Kamal Nayan,
which means Lotus Eyed. But right before he did it, Maa Durga blessed him.

So we know now why we celebrate the puja in akal bodhan. But when and where was the first Durga
Puja performed? It is said that the first Durga Puja was celebrated in the late 1500’s and it was held by
the landlords of Dinajpur and Malda. However that was only limited to the two landlords.

Bue who gave the idea for all of us coming together and worshipping together? Give the credit to
twelve friends who lived in Guptipara, West Bengal. They collected contributions and worked hard to
put on the first community/friend-limited puja, also called the baro-yaari puja, or the twelve-friends
puja. Sanatan Dharmotsahini Sabha took that idea and turned it into a puja for the whole town in
Baghbazar, Kolkata. Masses of people attended. That idea turned into the Durga Puja we have today.

And also, here is a little fun fact: British soldiers attended Durga Pujas too! Here is an excerpt from a
research paper:

"high level British officials regularly attend Durga Pujas organized by influential Bengalis and British
soldiers actually participate in the pujas, have praised, and even salute the deity, but 'the most amazing
act of worship was performed by the East India Company itself: in 1765 it offered a thanksgiving Puja,
no doubt as a politic act to appease its Hindu subjects, on obtaining the Diwani of Bengal.' (Sukanta
Chaudhuri, ed. Calcutta: the Living City, Vol. 1: The Past) And it is reported that even the Company
auditor-general John Chips organized Durga Puja at his Birbhum office. In fact, the full official
participation of the British in the Durga Puja continued till 1840, when a law was promulgated by the
government banning such participation.”

| hope everyone who read this article learned something today. Here is a summary of Durga Puja’s
history: We celebrate Durga puja in the fall instead of the spring, in akal bodhan. That celebration is to
commemorate Rama’s worshipping of Maa Durga. The first Durga Puja was held by the landlords of
Dinajpur and Malda. Then 12 friends took it a step further in the baro-yaari puja. Sanatan
Dharmotsahini Sabha took it another step forward into the community puja. And while British soldiers
controlled India, they attended these pujas until law forbade them to. Thank you for your time. Quick
Quiz: The East India Company provided a puja for what?
